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The Family is

called to Mission.

This Prayer Station reminds us that the family is called to share in Christ’s mission to

show the love of God to others.

 Saint Pope John Paul II wrote,

“The Christian family is called upon to take part actively and

responsibly in the mission of the Church”. 

( F A M I L I A R I S  C O N S O R T I O )  

This means we are called to share God’s love with others as a family. Families can

reach out to others who perhaps are lonely, elderly, sick or in need. This may

involve inviting others for a meal, befriending a neighbour, sending a card or

phoning someone, making a homemade gift or some delicious cake! 

Invite the children to decorate a biscuit/cake that could be given to someone they

know along with one of the written prayers below. Maybe they could take it to a

neighbour or an elderly parishioner?

Choose a prayer or scripture for the person you are decorating your biscuit for.

Don’t eat the biscuit on the way home!

(Health and safety: Please be aware of anyone with food

allergies before decorating biscuits/cakes.)
